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Hope Church was created following the merger of Templehall and Torbain Parish Churches in
February 2021 and uses the former Torbain building on Carron Place.

Its mission statement says: "Hope Church, a vital pillar of our local community, is at a critical
juncture where extensive refurbishment is essential to meet the needs of our expanding ministries and
comply with current Scottish and UK government regulations.

"Our project aims to transform our 1960s building into a modern, energy-efficient and accessible facility.
"Serving more than 600 individuals weekly across 30 active groups, Hope Church is an indispensable
resource for the community. "It faces several critical challenges, including limited accessibility for disabled
individuals and young families, outdated heating systems, poor energy efficiency and insufficient modern
amenities. "Additionally, our current space lacks flexibility and does not adequately support our diverse
activities."

The congregation wants to create accessible entrances to the building from a carpark, install a platform lift,
new toilets, new kitchen, energy-efficient heating and windows, and reconfigure the internal layout into a
versatile modern space.

Under the plans, the pews will be removed from the sanctuary and a new community café will be opened and
used when worship services are not being held. New meeting rooms will be created and the church's audio-
visual equipment will be upgraded.
